ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS

The Dedham-Westwood Water District shall receive General Bids at the Dedham-Westwood Water District office, 50 Elm Street, Dedham, Massachusetts 02026 for the Construction of the Miscellaneous Rehabilitation Projects at Various Locations, Contract No. 3, until 10:00 AM prevailing time, August 3, 2018, at which time bids will be opened and publicly read aloud.  Bids submitted after this time will not be accepted.  A pre-bid conference will be held on July 18, 2018 at 10:00 AM at the White Lodge Treatment Plant, 134 University Avenue, Westwood, MA 02090.  
The Work of this Contract generally consists of replacement of a concrete roof and cast iron access hatch on a subgrade waste storage vault, replacement of a polyethylene storage tank with associated process piping, fittings, and appurtenances, installation of a level sensor with associated electrical and instrumentation conduits and wiring, and aeration tower cleaning, media replacement, and miscellaneous tower repairs including pit welding and plate welding at the White Lodge Treatment Plant.  The work also includes installation of an air exchange system at the Gay Street subgrade booster pump station with associated electrical conduits and wiring, and aeration tower cleaning, media replacement, and miscellaneous tower repairs including pit welding and plate welding at the Bridge Street Treatment Plant.  Inspection of the aeration towers at the White Lodge Treatment Plant and the Bridge Street Treatment Plant by a qualified tank inspection company is required while the aeration towers are off line following cleaning to identify additional work items for repair.  Inspection to be paid directly by Engineer.

A Performance Bond and Labor and Materials Payment Bond each in the amount of 100 percent of the contract price will be required in the form described in the Instructions to Bidders.  

No Bidder may withdraw his bid within 60 days (Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays excluded) after the actual date of the opening of the General Bids.

Minimum wage rates as determined by the Commissioner of Department of Labor and Industries under the provision of the Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 149, Sections 26 to27H, as amended, apply to this project.

This contract contains price adjustments for hot mix asphalt, diesel fuel, and gasoline.  For this project the base prices are as follows: liquid asphalt $525.00 per ton, portland cement $123.62 per ton, diesel fuel $2.662 per gallon, and gasoline $2.509 per gallon.
